5. District & National Dues
6. Optional Accidental Benefit Insurance for Volunteers

Please remember to apply for an insurance certificate for all projects that your club

does. This ensures that you are not putting yourself, your club, and the entire

organization at risk. By not having proper insurance, you could end up being liable for

any legal costs that are incurred by the incident. You should also consider getting the

$1.40 optional insurance for your volunteers in the event someone gets injured. This is

new this year that this is included in our dues for our members, but we still need to

remember those that are volunteering for us as well! k

2025/26 Special Maple Leaf Award Opportunity FAQ

What's new with the Maple Leaf Award of Distinction?

From now until January 30, 2026, the Maple Leaf Award of Distinction will be open again
to members who:

+ Joined Kin prior to July 1, 2023
* Have not yet submitted for this award

This is a one-time opportunity to recognize members who missed applying during their first
two years.

Who is eligible to apply under this special extension?

Any Kin member who:

+ Joined before July 1, 2023

Has not previously received the Maple Leaf Award of Distinction

Why is this extension being offered? Traditionally, the Maple Leaf Award of Distinction is

only available during a member's first

two years. However, we understand that life happens - members may have missed the
window due to personal, professional, or club-related reasons. This one-time extension
ensures that members can complete the award requirements and be recognized for their
contributions, even if they were unable to apply within the original timeframe.

How do | apply for the Maple Leaf Award under this extension?

Application details will be distributed to club executives in the coming days and will also be
accessible on iKin under the Personal Awards section. Keep an eye on official
communications or reach out to your club Executive for guidance.

What if I'm currently in a different club than the one | joined during my first two
years in Kin?



No problem! If you're now part of a different club than the one you originally joined, you can
still use those initial years to complete the affidavit. Your early involvement remains valid,
even if your club affiliation has changed

Will this extension affect future eligibility rules?

No. This is a temporary exception during the 2025-2026 Kin year.

What happens if | already received the Maple Leaf Award?

If you've already received the award, congratulations! You're on your way to completing the
Kin Excellence Program. This extension is only for those who missed the opportunity.

What is the Kin Excellence Program?

The Kin Excellence Program is a national recognition initiative that celebrates Kin members
dedication and achievements. It consists of three pillars:

= Maple Leaf Award of Distinction
* Founders Award of Achievement

= Members Award of Excellence

Once all three are completed, members receive the Kin Excellence Program Award.

Can | still complete the Kin Excellence Program if | missed the Maple Leaf Award
before?

Yes—now you can! This extension allows you to earn the Maple Leaf Award retroactively,
making it possible to complete all three pillars and receive the full Kin Excellence Program
Award.
